1. Project Title: Johnson Drive Infrastructure Improvements Project

2. Project: The Johnson Drive Infrastructure Improvements Project will reconstruct approximately
3,293 LF of pedestrian way and drainage channels during FY 2018 - 2020. The enhanced public
improvements will complete the following: 1) Acquire right-of-way; 2) Replace/add (where deficient)
sidewalk, curb, gutter and asphalt; 3) Improve drainage; 4) Relocate a public transit bus stop; 5)
Construct ADA-compliant parking on Johnson Drive. The project is designed to provide enhanced
continuity on both sides of Johnson Drive (collector road). The project will be constructed within
existing and newly-acquired Town right of way.
